There is within your soul a desire, a longing, a wanting, that no one or no thing can truly fill or satisfy but God. Our heavenly Father has fixed it so, through both spiritual imprint and spiritual impart, that the human soul longs eventually and indefinitely for God our maker. He has placed within us, the longing for His own self. He has caused us to be thirsty for Him.

There is but One who can heal you where you really hurt. There is but One who sustains us with inner resource while we wait for our outer change. 
David caught a glimpse of this revelation and was set and fixed amid his physical wilderness to drawn upon his inner resource who is God. Something powerful and life-changing happens to a man or woman when the discovery is made that God is both sufficient and efficient to sustain and satisfy life. This powerful change becomes permanent and begins to influence others as the man not only thirsts for God out of need, but longs for God out of want! In the wilderness David needed water for his body. But he wanted God for His soul. It was His want for God that carried him through and past his need.
What about you? Are you focused so much on your physical needs that you are hindered in developing a healthy and passionate longing for God?  Let’s have a drink. Obey your thirst.
Pray this:

Lord of glory, I drink of You, my all-sufficient portion. This day, my want for you is my strength, and I am fulfilled in You. Today, I seek to satisfy my longing for You which has been placed within my soul. Today, I obey my thirst, and I am satisfied!
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
